Brand of alclometasone dipropionate
FOR DERMATOLOGIC USE ONLY
DESCRIPTION :

Each gram of PERDERM Cream contains 0.5 mg alclometasone dipropionate in a hydrophilic
emollient cream vehicle.

Each gram of PERDERM QOintment contains 0.5 mg alclometasone dipropionate in an ointment
vehicle.

ACTIONS :

Alclometasone dipropiortate is a non-fluorinated, synthetic corticosteroid with anti-inflammatory,
anti-pruritic and vasoconstrictive properties.

Alclometasone can be classified among the moderate potency topical corticosteroids with an
activity greater than that of hydrocortisone.

INDICATIONS AND USAGE:

PERDERM Cream or Ointment is indicated for the relief of the inflammatory and pruritic
manifestations of corticosteroid-responsive dermatoses such as psorasis, atopic dermatitis, contact
dermatitis and neurodermatitis.

PERDERM Cream and Ointment are also indicated for such dermatoses in children and elderly
patient as well as when the infection is covering large skin areas.

DOSAGE AND ADMINISTRATION :
A thin film of PERDERM Cream or Ointment should be applied to the affected skin area two or
three times daily; massage gently until the medication disappears.

ADVERSE REACTIONS :

Reported rarely with PERDERM Cream use were : itching, burning, erythema, dryness, irritation,
papular rashes.

Reported rarely with PERDERM Ointment use were : itching, burning, erythema.

Other local adverse reactions reported with the use of topical corticosteroids, especially under
occulsive dressings, include folliculitis, hypertrichosis, acneiform eruptions, hypopigmentation,
perioral dermatitis, allergic contact dermatitis, maceration of the skin, secondary infection, skin
atrophy, striae and miliaria.

CONTRAINDICATIONS :
PERDERM Cream or Ointment is contraindicated in those patients with a history of sensitivity
reactions to any of its components or to other corticosteroids.

PRECAUTIONS :

Any of the side effects that are reported following systemic use of corticosteroids including adrenal
suppression, may also occur with topical corticosteroids, especially in infants & children.

If irritation or sensitization develops with the use PERDERM Cream or Ointment, treatment should
be discontinued and appropriate therapy instituted. In the presence of an infection, an appropriate
antifungal or antibacterial agent should be administered if a favorable response does not occur
promptly, the corticosteroid should be discontinued until the infection has been controlled
adequately. Systemic absorption of topical corticosteroids will be increased if extensive body
surface areas are treated or if the occlusive technique is used. Suitable precautions should be
taken under these conditions or when long-term use is anticipated, particularly in infants and
children. Since safety of the use of PERDERM Cream or Ointment in pregnant women has not
been established drugs of this class should not be used on pregnant patients in large amounts or
for prolonged periods of time. Cautions should be exercised when PERDERM Cream or Ointment
is administered to a nursing woman. PERDERM Cream or Ointment is not for ophthalmic use.

HOW SUPPLIED:
PERDERM Cream, tubes of 10 gm.
PERDERM Ointment, tubes of 10 gm.

STORAGE: Store between 2°and 30°C.

Keep out of reach of children.
